Saint Paul reminds us that God calls
those whom the world considers weak or insignificant to reveal His wisdom and power, showing that
true honor comes from God alone. In the Gospel, Jesus proclaims the Beatitudes, declaring blessed
those who are poor in spirit, meek, merciful, and persecuted for righteousness. These readings
challenge us to reconsider our ideas of success, power, and blessing. They call us to embrace humility,
mercy, and trust, letting God work through our lives. In following this path, we discover that true joy
and hope come from living according to God’s ways rather than the world’s.
