FROM THE PASTOR'S OFFICE

This Sunday’s readings call us to hope, patience, and renewed trust in God’s saving work. Isaiah offers
a vision of restoration where deserts bloom and the weak are strengthened, reminding us that God is
present even in our dry or difficult seasons. James urges us to be patient like a farmer awaiting the
harvest, trusting that the Lord is near. In the Gospel, Jesus reassures John the Baptist by pointing to
the signs of God’s Kingdom unfolding—the blind see, the lame walk, and the poor receive good news.
Together, these passages invite us to recognize God’s quiet work of grace in our lives and to remain
steadfast as He brings forth new life in His time. Let us open our hearts to His presence and allow His
love to transform our lives. In doing so, we become witnesses of God’s mercy and instruments of
hope for others.
