Let Your Light Shine

Today’s readings invite us to reflect on a faith that is active, humble, and visible in the world. Isaiah
reminds us that true worship is expressed in compassion—feeding the hungry, caring for the poor,
and standing with those in need—because it is through these acts of love that God'’s light breaks
forth. The psalm affirms that those who live with generosity and justice become a light in times of
darkness, strengthened by their trust in the Lord. St. Paul reminds us that our faith rests not on
human wisdom, but on the power of God at work within us. In the Gospel, Jesus calls us salt of the
earth and light of the world, challenging us to let our faith be seen not for our own praise, but so
that others may come to know the presence of God through our lives.
