It can be said that the
Rosary is, in some sense, a prayer-commentary on the final chapter of the
Vatican Il Constitution Lumen Gentium, a chapter which discusses the
wondrous presence of the Mother of God in the mystery of Christ and the
Church. Against the background of the words Ave Maria the principal events
of the life of Jesus Christ pass before the eyes of the soul. They take shape in
the complete series of the joyful, sorrowful and glorious mysteries, and they
put us in living communion with Jesus through - we might say - the heart of
his Mother. At the same time our heart can embrace in the decades of the
Rosary all the events that make up the lives of individuals, families, nations,
the Church, and all mankind. Our personal concerns and those of our
neighbour, especially those who are closest to us, who are dearest to us.
Thus the simple prayer of the Rosary marks the rhythm of human life”.(5)
With these words, dear brothers and sisters, | set the first year of my
Pontificate within the daily rhythm of the Rosary. Today, as | begin the
twenty-fifth year of my service as the Successor of Peter, | wish to do the
same. How many graces have | received in these years from the Blessed
Virgin through the Rosary: Magnificat anima mea Dominum! | wish to lift up
my thanks to the Lord in the words of his Most Holy Mother, under whose
protection | have placed my Petrine ministry: Totus Tuus!
