FROM THE PASTOR'S OFFICE

Today’s readings invite us to reflect on the reality of temptation, the weight of sin, and the greater
power of God’s mercy. In Genesis, we see how quickly trust in God can give way to self-reliance,
and how that choice fractures the harmony God intended for us. The psalm from the Psalms
becomes our prayer for this season: a plea for mercy and a clean heart, trusting that God does not
turn away from those who seek Him. In the Gospel of Matthew, Jesus faces temptation in the
desert and remains faithful, showing us that obedience to the Father leads to true freedom. As Lent
begins, we are reminded that this season is not simply about sacrifice, but about returning to the
Lord with humble hearts, confident that His grace is stronger than our weakness and His mercy
makes a new beginning possible.
