EL PASTOR DEBE SABER GUARDAR SILENCIO CON DISCRECION Y HABLAR CUANDO
ES UTIL

El pastor debe saber guardar silencio con discrecién y hablar cuando es util, de tal
modo que nunca diga lo que se debe callar ni deje de decir aquello que hay que
manifestar. Porque, asi como el hablar indiscreto lleva al error, asi el silencio
imprudente deja en su error a quienes pudieran haber sido adoctrinados. Porque,
con frecuencia, acontece que hay algunos prelados poco prudentes, que no se
atreven a hablar con libertad por miedo de perder la estima de sus subditos; con
ello, como lo dice la Verdad, no cuidan a su grey con el interés de un verdadero
pastor, sino a la manera de un mercenario, pues callar y disimular los defectos es lo
mismo que huir cuando se acerca el lobo.

The Lord reproaches
them through the prophet: They are dumb dogs that cannot bark. On another
occasion he complains: You did not advance against the foe or set up a wall in
front of the house of Israel, so that you might stand fast in battle on the day of
the Lord. To advance against the foe involves a bold resistance to the powers
of this world in defense of the flock. To stand fast in battle on the day of the
Lord means to oppose the wicked enemy out of love for what is right. When a
pastor has been afraid to assert what is right, has he not turned his back and
fled by remaining silent? Whereas if he intervenes on behalf of the flock, he
sets up a wall against the enemy in front of the house of Israel. Therefore, the
Lord again says to his unfaithful people: Your prophets saw false and foolish
visions and did not point out your wickedness, that you might repent of your
sins. The name of prophet is sometimes given in the sacred writings to
teachers who both declare the present to be fleeting and reveal what is to
come. The word of God accuses them of seeing false visions because they are
afraid to reproach men for their faults and thereby Iull the evildoer with an
empty promise of safety. Because they fear reproach, they keep silent and fail
