FROM THE PASTOR'S OFFICE

The Scriptures for today reveal to us who Jesus is and how God chooses to work in the world. In
the first reading, the prophet Isaiah speaks of God’s chosen Servant, upheld by the Lord and sent
to bring justice with gentleness and faithfulness, without crushing the weak or the wounded. In
the second reading, Peter proclaims that God shows no partiality and announces how Jesus was
anointed by the Holy Spirit and power, going about doing good and bringing healing to all. The
Gospel brings these promises into focus as Jesus comes to the Jordan to be baptized. There, the
Spirit descends, the heavens are opened, and the Father’s voice declares Jesus as His beloved Son.
Together, these readings invite us to renew our own baptismal call—to live as God’s beloved,
serving others with humility, compassion, and trust in the Spirit.
