Il. GOD REVEAL HIS NAME

“l Am who | Am”

The name "I AM" reveals much more than a simple label; it speaks to the transcendent
nature of God. It emphasizes that God exists beyond full human comprehension, while
also being intimately present in our lives. This name captures the mystery of God,
reminding us that even as we strive to understand Him, there will always be aspects of
His essence that remain beyond grasp.

Moreover, God's name underscores His faithfulness. By declaring "l AM," He reassures
His people of His eternal presence—He has always been there in the past, is present in
the now, and will continue to be in the future. This promise of constant support offers a
comforting sense of security, emphasizing that, no matter the challenges faced, God
remains a guiding and saving presence.

This also invites contemplation on human insignificance in light of God’s holiness. The
reactions of figures like Moses, Isaiah, and Peter illustrate this beautifully. Each person,
when confronted by God’s glory, recognizes their limitations and sinfulness, responding
with awe and humility. Yet, it is inspiring to see that God’s holiness is paired with mercy.
Rather than pushing individuals away, it invites them to seek forgiveness and
reconciliation.

Finally, the reverence with which the Israelites approached God’s name is particularly
meaningful. They chose not to pronounce it and instead referred to Him as "LORD." This
practice demonstrates profound respect and shapes contemporary worship. It highlights
the divinity of Jesus when He is acknowledged as Lord.

Reflecting on these ideas emphasizes the importance of a relationship with God and
how individuals can respond to His call for holiness and mercy in their lives.
